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The Haitian
Migration Impact
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IMPACT 1

In 2022, DHS encounters of Haitians at the SWB increased to
unprecedented levels, with 48,697 unique encounters, as
compared to the annual average of 3,242 unique encounters
for 2014 to 20109.

IMPACT 2

Haitian migrants are also increasingly taking to the sea in
makeshift boats. Maritime migration from Haiti also increased
sharply in 2022, with a total of 4,025 Haitian nationals
intercepted at sea compared to 1,205 in 2021 and 398 in 2020

IMPACT 3

This led to thousands of Haitian nationals living in a
makeshift camp under a bridge in Del Rio, with a peak of
9,753 unique encounters in a single month in May 2022.

Yes. There is no limit on how many
beneficiaries a supporter may agree to
support, but USCIS will determine if a
supporter has the financial ability to
support all beneficiaries for the duration
of the parole period, which is up to two
years.

No. Each potential supporter’s
circumstances are unique, and the
financial information they provide
on Form I-134A must be
substantiated by proof of assets
and resources and must conform
with the Federal Poverty Guidelines

Through a letter of commitment
or other documentation from an officer
or other authorized representative of
the organization, business, or other
entity describing the monetary or other
types of support (such as housing,
basic necessities, transportation, etc.)

An individual may file on
behalf of an organization, business, or

No. Supporters must file a
separate Form I-134A for each
beneficiary, including minor
children. Note that children under
the age of 18 must be traveling to
the United States in the care and
legal custody of their parent or
legal guardian.

USCIS promises to review and process
cases as expeditiously as possible.
Applicants should monitor their USCIS
online account frequently for messages and
notices from USCIS, and for the most
current travel authorization status.

No. The beneficiary is not required to live with their
supporter; however, the types of support

beneficiaries may need in addition to financial support
for the duration of their parole period, including safe and
appropriate housing, health care, transportation,
obtaining initial necessities, assistance with submitting
forms such as the employment authorization
application, learning English, securing employment, and
enrolling children in school.

No. Children under the age of 18 years old
cannot travel without an accompanying
parent or legal guardian. If unaccompanied,
children are not eligible for parole under this
process.

Yes. While eligible beneficiaries under the process may not be permanent
residents or dual nationals of any other country and not currently hold
refugee status in any country (unless DHS operates a similar parole process
for the country’s nationals), this requirement does not apply to immediate
family members. Immediate family members in this process include a
spouse or common-law partner of an eligible beneficiary under the process
and their unmarried child(ren) under the age of 21.
